Rapid Assessment (RA)

Rapid Appraisal (RA) – this is a technique or model used to gather data and  information about the community in the quickest possible way with limited resources. Normal time used is one day or less or less.   (Collect statistics from barangay. Map area, Do walk-thru, Talk to barangay captain, etc….)
Things to collect:



-Physical characteristics of the area (topography, resources, map)


-Demographics


-Economics


-Social Structure


-Felt Needs

Ways to find this information:


-Socioeconomic Profile


-Formal Interviews (Barangay captain, kagawads, BCPC, BHW, civic leaders)


-Walk-thru


-Informal Interviews


-Secondary sources (internet, City Department of Health, DSWD, etc.)

Presentation:  Put the collected data into a consolidated form:



1.  Introduction

2.  Summary of different sections (demographics, topography, religion, vices, felt needs, atbp)  Use qualitative and quantitative information.

3.  Conclusions and Recommendations

Ethnography

An Ethnographic Survey is a technique to describe an aspect (or aspects) of a culture, sub-culture, or  micro-culture. It is qualitative, not quantitative. Within Christian ministry, focus would normally relate to things that open door to spiritual or holistic ministry. 

Target:
Cultural group, Subcultural group, or Microcultural group

Tools:

Literary Research  (Preparatory)



Direct Observation



Personal Interview  (Need “good” informants.  3-5)

Goal:

-Physical Map of group (what are their places of importance)



-Chronological chart. (how do they spend their time)

-Learn folklanguage (with taxonomic chart).



-Learn felt needs



-Learn values/beliefs about reality



-OR…. Have a specific question you want answered.
